1971-2017 – Amend Section 233, Chapter 10, of the Township Code 
This Ordinance incorporates standards for electronic message center signage throughout the township.

1975-2017 – Authorizing the sale of Township owned land , block 275, lot 14 – Frankfurt Avenue
This ordinance authorizes the sale of township owned property at a public sale scheduled for November 9, 2017 with a minimum bid in the amount of $33,800.00.
